Two years ago, Dr. Ohri
initiated our program's partic-
ipation in The Rocking Chair
Project, which is a national
program made possible
through a grant from the
American Adademy of
Family Physicians
Foundation. RCPtargets dis-
advantaged new moms who
might not otherwise be able
to afford a rocking chair.
This program promotes the
bonding relationship between

mother and infant, which in
turn improves developmental
outcomes for infants.  

Last year, Dr. Ohri, initiat-
ed a monthly Diabetes Group
Medical Visit (DGMV).  The
DGMV's provide our patients
with personalized education,
self-management techniques,
and medical treatment plan-
ning at a level that can't be
accomplished in individual
medical appointments.  

Due to Dr. Ohri's success
with the DGMV's, our pro-
gram is working toward
implementing additional
group medical visits for all
our patients with chronic
conditions.  

Finally, Dr. Ohri is current-
ly participating in a Team-in-
Training Triathlon in which
he is raising money for the

Leukemia and Lymphoma
Society.  Dr. Ohri is clearly
committed to improving the
medical care and quality of
life for the patients in our

community, as well as sup-
porting medical research
efforts that aim to advance
medical treatment.
